Once the student arrives at school, the vehicle must be parked, locked, and is not to be driven again until dismissal

time (unless the student is participating in CVE).

Students are not allowed in the car during school hours.

Observance of posted Speed Limit of 15 miles per hour is mandatory.

Students are to use only the parking area designated for students.

At dismissal, all students must keep to the right and not cut in between busses. DO NOT PASS A BUS WHILE
