MLA Format (Citing & Giving Credit to Sources (Delete these reminders before handing in your paper)
· Heading should be 1” down from the top of the page
· Margins of text body: 1”
· Double-space within and between entries

· Indent 1/2 “ (5 spaces) for the second (or more) lines (Hanging indentation)
· No More Underlining! Underlining is no more. MLA now recommends italicizing titles of independently published works (books, periodicals, films, etc).
· New Abbreviations. Many web source entries now require a publisher name, a date of publication, and/or page numbers. When no publisher name appears on the website, write N.p. for no publisher given. When sites omit a date of publication, write n.d. for no date. For online journals that appear only online (no print version) or on databases that do not provide pagination, write n. pag. for no pagination.
· Publication Medium. Every entry receives a medium of publication marker. Most entries will be listed as Print or Web, but other possibilities include Performance, DVD, or TV. Most of these markers will appear at the end of entries; however, markers for Web sources are followed by the date of access. Teachers may still require the URL you accessed. Enclose the URL in <angle brackets>, and conclude with a period.
· You can select one of several tools to complete your works cited data:

1. When accessing MCVTS Database resources - copy and paste the citation for each resource on to your Works Cited page. Because these formats are all a little different, check your final works cited page with the MCVTS- PA Library Media Center templates before handing in your paper. (http://www.mcvts.net/  Library Media Center e-Board – Research Tab – MLA Citation Help)
2. Using Microsoft Word 2007 (Library Media Center only in PA, currently MLA 6th ed.)

Select References Tab. Select MLA Style, then click on Insert Citation and select Add New Source (EDIT) to type works cited information. Go back to Bibliography menu to select Insert Bibliography. (You will be able to use the Insert Citation option after the works cited information is completed and saved). Check your final works cited page with the MCVTS- PA Library Media Center templates before handing in your paper.
3. Go to http://www.easybib.com
· Select Source and use default version – MLA 7th edition

· Check your final works cited page with the MCVTS- PA Library Media Center templates before handing in your paper.

4. Replace the MCVTS- PA Library Media Center templates with your sources based on the source you are citing.
Arrangement:

· The list of works cited appears at the end of the paper.
· Number each page, continuing the page numbers of the text.

· Entries are arranged in alphabetical order and lists all the works that are cited in your text
· Be aware that some teachers may also ask for a Works Consulted page.

Online-only Publication - For articles that appear in an online-only format or in databases that do not provide a page number, use the abbreviation n. pag. for no pagination. End the citation with the medium of publication, Web, and the date of access.

To cite a magazine published every week or every two weeks, give the complete date (beginning with the day and abbreviating the month, except for May, June, and July; see �HYPERLINK "http://mlahandbook.org/private/handbook/hb7.2"�7.2�), followed by a colon, the inclusive page numbers of the article, and the medium of publication consulted. If the article is not printed on consecutive pages, write only the first page number and a plus sign, leaving no intervening space. Using the Web for research requires practice and training just as using a library does. Whenever possible, follow the guidance of an instructor, an academic department, or a librarian in selecting Internet sites for research. In addition to offering online databases, your library’s Web site may provide links to important Internet sources, which were likely selected after careful evaluation and consultation. A librarian might also be able to advise you about sites relevant to your research. Similarly, you may find recommended sites on Web pages for your academic departments, instructors, or courses.
